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security. Those included offi-
cers from such departments 
as Monticello, Brodhead, 
New Glarus, and Belleville. 
Deputies from the both the 
Green and especially the 
Lafayette County Sheriff’s 
office, provided a number of 
officers.

Even as far away as 
Stoughton sent a group of 
officers to help — part of an 
agreement Kelley says they 
have with that department to 
provide security assistance 
for each town’s major festi-
vals.

“I think we need to thank 
all of the law enforcement 
people, the volunteers, orga-
nizations…every one who 
made it successful,” said 
Douglas.
