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The city of Ashland could borrow money to 
fund renovations to the Vaughn Public Library.

The library needs about $4 million in 
repairs and upgrades, according to city stud-
ies. And while City Council members sup-
port the renovations, they have not found any 
way to pay for them.

The city this week contemplated borrow-
ing money via a 20-year bond issue. It would 
sell bonds with a 4% interest rate that it 
would repay to investors over two decades.
