Rhinelander city administrator out

Aschenbrenner
considering
options after

surprise firing

The dust s settling at City
Hall following city adminis-
trator Kristina
Aschenbrenner’s abrupt
departure Monday after Jess
than a year in office.

“The City of Rhinelander
has ended its employment
with Kristina Aschenbrenner
as the City Administrator,
effective immediately,” the
City Council announced in a

press release
wssued Tuesday
maorning. “The
City will begin
a search for a
replacement in
the near
Tuture. Daydo-
day operations
and ongoing
projects will
continue Lo be

Lt
Aschenbrenner

overseen by the city's employ-
ees and stafl.”

The reason for
Aschenbrenner's sudden exit
remains unclear as the City
Council has refused to provide
an explanation beyond an
apparent desire Lo “move in a
new direction,”

The press release directed
the media to City Counil
president George Kirby who
reflused Lo answer any ques-

tions and instead repeated a
prepared statement

“The City Council has defer-
mined to move in a direction in
regard to the cty administra-
Lor pesition. The cily adminis-
trator position is an at-will
position whose coniract can be
Lerminated al any time (or any
reason,” he said. “Our main
thingg is just that we decided o
maove in a new direction.”

Kirby did not respond to
messages seeking additional
comment. Several other alder-
persons contacted either
refused comment or failed to
relurn messages.

Aschenbrenner told the
River News she was lerminat-
ed Monday evening following
a Sminule closed session dis-
cussion she thought was a
performance evaluation. She
satid she was asked to leave

the room and was unaware
city alderpersons had con-
wcerns aboul her job perform-
ance. The move Lo terminate
caught her by surprise, she
added.

“1 walked into it completely
blind,” she said, adding that
she was told she could resign
and sign a hold karmless
agreement or be lerminated,
She added that she was given
a short period of time to call
her husband bul a request o
more time o consider the
city’s ultimatum was denied
She absc said the council mem-
bers refused Lo answer when
she asked for an explanation
for the termination and the
reason for the "new direc-
lion.”

Aschenbrenner said she
refused Lo resign hecause she
wanted (o continue 1o work Lo

improve the city.

“1 didn't resign becanse |
wasn'l ready o quit on the
city of Rhinclander,” she said.
"We're doing good things. 1
wanted o keep doing good
things and improving the city,
but that's not the direction
they wanted Lo goin”

Aschenbrenner said she is
exploring all options and
specifically mentioned she
has questions about whether
the city Tollowed the open
meetings law in agendizing
Monday's meeting, She
noted the city used a subsec-
tion in the open meetings
law that refers to considera-
tion of employment rather
than the subsection that
refers Lo dismissal in
explaining the reason for the
closed session.
